SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Terrorism Risk Insur-4

ance Program Reauthorization Act of 2014’’. 5

SEC. 2. EXTENSION OF TERRORISM INSURANCE PROGRAM. 6
