Apple announced plans to establish a European silicon
design center in Munich, Germany, and invest more than
1 billion euros ($1.2 billion) over the next three years,
focused on research and development.
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« Mali’s governing military junta, which took control of the country after

ousting the democratically elected government in August, announced
that they would hold new elections in March 2022. The timeline exceeds several
goals set out by regional and international bodies.

« The Ivory Coast’s ruling party won an overwhelming majority in parliamentary
elections, a few months after President Ouattara’s reelection prompted allegations
of election fraud and protests in which 85 died.

« Sierra Leone’s government is under pressure over allegations of irregular
spending by its first lady and a senior minister. President Bio was elected after a
tumultuous campaign on promises to tackle government corruption and eliminate
wasteful government spending.

« Algerian students continued pro-democracy protests in Algiers for the third week.
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* In India, the High Court of Delhi said Tuesday that it will hear legal
challenges to the country’s new internet law, which has raised
concerns about free speech and privacy.

* India confirmed that the first summit of the “Quad,” which includes
India, Australia, the US and Japan, will take place on March 12.
Japan’s PM Suga and India’s PM Modi discussed cooperation for a

free and open Indo-Pacific in a Tuesday phone call.

« The US and China are reportedly in talks about an Alaska meeting between top
diplomats. The US and China will co-chair a G20 climate study group, in an early,
low-stakes example of bilateral cooperation on climate.

« Myanmar security forces surrounded the staff compound of striking railway workers opposed to the military
junta on Wednesday as ousted lawmakers appointed an acting vice president to take over the duties of
detained politicians. The UN Security Council failed to agree on a statement that would have condemned the
coup in Myanmar, after China, Russia, India and Vietham opposed language in the British draft.
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The UK reacted angrily to EU claims that it had imposed an export ban
on vaccines, calling it “an outright lie.” EU nations are backing legal action
against the UK over its unilateral move to delay new trading rules in
Northern Ireland.

The OECD upgraded its forecast for the UK economy, buoyed by
the country’s quick vaccine rollout.

Authorities in Poland warned that COVID-19 hospitalizations are
rising quickly. London’s Globe theater is set to reopen next month. Almost a fifth more men than women have died from coronavirus in
the UK, according to the UK Office for National Statistics. French ICU occupancy reached its highest levels since November. Falling
birth rates across much of Europe, particularly sharp in France, Italy and Spain, is blamed on the pandemic.

Violent clashes broke out in anti-police violence protests in Athens, Greece, injuring at least one police officer.

Russia said it was slowing down the speed of Twitter in retaliation for its alleged failure to remove banned content and threatened a
total block if the platform did not comply with its deletion demands.
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Hospitals in the West Bank are running out of ICU capacity, as the Palestinian territory faces a
surge of COVID-19 cases, with the West Bank and Gaza reporting over
200,000 confirmed cases.

Anti-government protesters in Lebanon continued to block streets around o=
the capitol after President Aoun called for security forces to break up the f
barricades. Lebanon surpassed 400,000 virus infections.

In a parliamentary address ahead of a confidence vote today, Libya’s Prime
Minister-designate called for unity and for all foreign mercenaries to leave the
country, calling them an impediment to resolving the country’s civil war.

The US sanctioned two Iranian government interrogators, accusing them of torture

Monmouth University released new poll data showing that a quarter of Americans say that they will probably
never get vaccinated for the virus, including about one-third of Republicans. The seven-day average for new
daily coronavirus cases fell below 58,000 for the first time since mid-October.

Maryland will lift capacity limits on indoor dining, retail businesses and drop quarantine requirements for out-of-state
travel from Friday. In California, Los Angeles public schools and the union representing its teachers reached a tentative
agreement to reopen school buildings next month, paving the way for in-person learning. Alaska makes vaccines available to
those 16 and older, becoming first state to remove eligibility requirements. Texas surpassed 2.7 million infections and lllinois,
1.2 million.

Congress is set to give the final green light to the $1.9 trillion coronavirus stimulus package, one of the largest economic relief
packages in US history. Restaurants and bars added almost 300,000 jobs in February, as reopening boosted job recovery.

Jury selection began Tuesday in the trial for the police officer that killed George Floyd.
Hawaii Governor David Ige declared an emergency in the after heavy rains brought floods, landslides and fear of dam failures.

At a Senate hearing, Admiral Davidson, head of Indo-Pacific command, said the US military is losing its military edge in Asia as
China’s military expands, and that China may invade Taiwan within the next six years. China has targeted a high-profile US-
based researcher whose work has been critical to exposing human rights abuses, with media reporting he is being sued by

Clubhouse is the most recent entrant to the world of social media platforms. Audio-only and organized by “rooms,” the
application has been described as the future of podcasting, one big conference call, or the modern version of the “party
line.” In addition to launching a new type of social media platform and building significant value, Clubhouse has opened

new spaces for activists, protesters and dissidents throughout the world. However, the app may lose its appeal as a hub for
activists as governments increase their efforts to monitor rhetoric on the site, and experts point out significant privacy
concerns.

Clubhouse is the most recent entrant to the world of social media
platforms. Audio-only and organized by “rooms,” the application has
been described as the future of podcasting, one big conference call,
or the modern version of the “party line.” Users, who recently exceed
8 million and are still only able to join via invitation, are able to set up
three types of rooms (“open,” “social,” which are limited to contacts,
and “private,” which are limited to invitees) differentiated between
speakers and the audience to discuss a variety of topics, from
celebrity gossip to investing to language practice. As the app has
grown in popularity, celebrities and politicians have joined in - Elon
Musk, prolific social media user and billionaire founder of Tesla,
nearly crashed Clubhouse in February when he launched his first
room (although his invitee, Russian President Vladimir Putin, did not

join), and the app has featured interviews with leaders and celebrities
including former President Obama, Bill Gates, and Mark Zuckerberg.
In addition to launching a new type of social media platform and
building significant value (the app is now valued at $1 billion),
Clubhouse has opened new spaces for activists, protesters and
dissidents throughout the world. However, Clubhouse may lose its
appeal as a hub for activists as governments increase their efforts to
monitor rhetoric on the site, and experts point out significant privacy
concerns.

As is often the case with new technology, government awareness in
most places has lagged behind adoption of Clubhouse, making it an
attractive forum for activists and dissidents. The platform has other
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benefits for activists, or anyone looking to evade the government’s
watch on traditional sites: the audio-only format is much more difficult
and labor-intensive to monitor than text platforms, the app typically
does not store audio after rooms are closed, and rooms can easily
be restricted to only those who have been pre-vetted. While other
apps like Signal or Telegram offer greater levels of protection, they
lack the social aspect that allows Clubhouse users to “drop in” on
new communities and organically grow movements. Student
protesters in Turkey used Clubhouse to organize and share
information during the month-long student blockade of the Bogazici
University over the government appointment of a new president in
February. The app has become very popular in Saudi Arabia, where
the large and social media-savvy youth population took to the app to
discuss social issues not wusually openly addressed in the
conservative society, joined in some cases by the younger
generation of government officials, including the Minister of
Communications and Information Technology. In China, the app
garnered immediate attention for hosting discussions on politically
sensitive topics including the country’s Uighur minority, Taiwan, and
democracy in Hong Kong, all topics usually subject to censorship on
the mainland.

Anti-government voices in Asia and the Middle East have called the
early days of Clubhouse to an “epoch-making historic moment” and
likened it to the “golden age” of Twitter ahead of the Arab Spring a
decade ago, during which the platform was largely un-monitored and
activists used it to organize protests and share information. Since
then, governments throughout the world have clamped down on
online expression, prosecuting online activists and criminalizing
many forms of online speech. Government regulation and
surveillance has accordingly begun to catch up to Clubhouse: China
banned the app entirely within days of its popularization, and in
Thailand, where criticizing the monarchy can carry jail time, the
government warned citizens against using the app to break the law.
Middle Eastern governments, without yet banning the site, have
widely condemned the platform as immoral and unsafe.

For both activists and recreational users, experts point out several
significant privacy concerns on Clubhouse. Although Clubhouse does
not save recordings of rooms, except to investigate abuse reports,
individual users can screen record rooms that they are in, and a
Bloomberg investigation found in late February that multiple third-
party apps were scraping and compiling audio from Clubhouse
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discussions, making them available in real-time to non-members. In
order to use invites, the app requires users to allow full access to
their contacts, an invasive policy which some activists say could
empower repressive governments to more easily track close contacts
of dissidents (and is prohibited in Europe). Clubhouse does not use
end-to-end encryption, which makes user data more susceptible to
hacking. The app is designed to use participants’ real identities and
contacts, and the terms of use allow the app to ban users who are
impersonating other people, discouraging anonymity. Clubhouse’s
terms of use also stipulate that data may be shared with law
enforcement “for the purpose of meeting national security or law
enforcement requirements,” a guideline that is more broadly-worded
than similar disclosure requirements by Facebook and Twitter.
Troublingly for critics of the Chinese government or other groups
wary of Chinese access, a recent study by the Stanford Internet
Observatory found that a Shanghai-based Chinese company, Agora,
provides back-end infrastructure to Clubhouse, prompting worries
that Beijing could access data from Clubhouse’s users (Clubhouse
has since promised to end its relationship with Agora).

Younger, smaller social media platforms naturally have less robust
data privacy practices than their more mature peers, and Clubhouse
has already made promises to improve. However, the window of
opportunity for activist organizing and unfettered debate on
Clubhouse may already be closing, as governments eye banning the
app or developing more sophisticated ways to monitor what their
citizens are saying on it, including via audio-scraping that experts say
is difficult to prevent. The evolution of Clubhouse from a hub for
activist and dissident discussion to a forum that is increasingly
monitored or banned by some governments mirrors earlier changes
on Facebook and Twitter. The increasing variance of access and
surveillance across borders foreshadows a future internet
characterized by what some call “digital authoritarianism” and what
others would call “internet sovereignty,” wherein governments are
increasingly able to control what their citizens see and say online.
