businesses.

Chinese state media reported that the country successfully landed a spacecraft on the moon to

retrieve lunar rocks. Hong Kong magistrate sentenced opposition leader Joshua Wong to jail for more -, _ "
than a year on Wednesday for inciting and organizing protesters who besieged Hong Kong police
headquarters last year; the sentence is the harshest yet imposed on the 24-year-old Wong, who has
previously served separate months-long prison terms on charges stemming from the protests in 2014.
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The EU’s chief Brexit negotiator warned that the next 36 hours of trade talks
with the UK will be crucial as he told ambassadors and members of the
European parliament the two sides had not yet overcome their divisions.

The unemployment rate in Europe has dipped for the third month
in a row as the region’s labor market recovers slowly from the
pandemic-induced recession in the first half of the year.

A NATO report called for more serious consideration of how to handle
China’s military rise.

France is exploring measures to prevent citizens from crossing the Swiss border to ski this Christmas, as the French ski resorts will
be closed. Sweden took another U-turn in pandemic policy, recommending that children living with an infected person should stay
home. The Netherlands passed a law requiring mask usage in indoor public places, a month after Prime Minister Rutte rejected the
idea of a mask mandate as “childish.” Italy will procure 202 million doses of a Covid-19 vaccine by the first quarter of next year as
part of a free vaccination program for an expected 40 million Italians. Ireland exited a six-week lockdown, allowing nonessential
businesses, gyms, and religious services to reopen. England will go into a tiered system of restrictions on Wednesday after
enduring a month of a national coronavirus-induced lockdown; 99 percent of England will go under the highest two tiers.

Russia surpassed 2.3 million virus infections and 40,000 deaths with a record high death toll
on Tuesday of 599 fatalities. Russia s trying to import foreign-made drugs for treatment of

In 17
regions, hospital bed capacity was less than 5 percent. Monday, Moscow announced plans to
begin mass trials of its second coronavirus vaccine, EpiVacCorona, on people aged over 18.

France’s presidency reiterated that there would be no international financial support for Lebanon until there
was a government in place and warned that an audit of the central bank was more urgent than ever.
Lebanon’s central bank governor said the bank can continue basic subsidies for two more months.
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« Prime Minister Trudeau said that Canada would not lift its border restrictions until the
pandemic is “significantly more under control.”

* Ahuge radio telescope in Puerto Rico, which had already been damaged and
closed, completely collapsed Tuesday.

* Dozens of armed gunmen took control of parts of a city in southern Brazil to rob a
local bank. Brazil’s President Bolsonaro said government pandemic emergency aid
could not continue forever.

* Moodys said that the four Central American countries hit hardest by recent
hurricanes, Nicaragua, El Salvador, Honduras and Guatemala, will likely suffer
lasting “climate-related shocks.”
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US hospitalizations surpassed another record, totaling over 96,000. Florida became the third US state to
surpass 1 million cases. Arizona recorded 10,322 daily cases, eclipsing the state’s previous record of 4,877
amid the summer surge. Maryland surpassed 200,000 infections.

Scott Atlas, who embraced the controversial “herd immunity” strategy, resigned as White House coronavirus
advisor. Seven families are suing the state of California for failing to ensure educational equality for minority and
low-income students during the pandemic. A new study of blood samples shows that the coronavirus was present in

the US as early as mid-December but was likely not circulating within the community.
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AG Barr released a statement saying he has found no election fraud that would influence the result, becoming one of the highest- &l o,
level Administration officials to officially recognize Biden’s victory. Trump’s campaign filed a petition on Tuesday challenging

Pfizer, Moderna, and AstraZeneca all marked major milestones in the race to a vaccine last
month in announcing the success of their much-anticipated vaccine candidates, and experts

now estimate that vaccination against the coronavirus can begin as early as this month. With
three successful COVID-19 vaccines beginning the process for authorization and production,

guestions of how to afford and distribute the vaccine are becoming more immediate.

While higher-income countries have agreed to purchase huge
amounts of vaccine doses - by one estimate, the US will control a
gquarter of the near-term supply - experts worry that a free-for-all
could leave lower-income countries behind, prolonging the
humanitarian and economic impacts of the pandemic. One effort to
mitigate this potential outcome is the Covax facility, a multinational
coalition administered by the WHO, Gauvi, the Vaccine Alliance, and
the Coalition for Epidemic Preparedness Innovation (CEPI).

Covax is an international investment facility that helps to fund
research into and manufacturing of a vaccine and, ultimately,
equitable distribution of a successful candidate. The facility

differentiates between Advance Market Commitment (AMC) countries
- those who pay up-front - and unfunded countries, and uses pooled
funds to ensure equitable access to successful vaccines and to
resources to aid distribution of doses. Ideally, the facility aims to
produce 2 billion doses by the end of 2021 (enough for lower-income
countries to vaccinate the 20 percent of their population most at risk);
as of November 11, a study by the Duke Global Health Institute had
found no evidence of any low-income countries striking direct deals
with vaccine developers, meaning that the low income countries
participating in Covax will be relying solely on the facility to receive
vaccine doses.

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However, the choice by the US not to join the facility, and by multiple
other countries to strike “side deals” ensuring individual purchases of
doses, prevents the Covax facility from functioning exactly as
intended. Per the Duke study, the US could soon control 1.8 billion
vaccine doses, or about a quarter of the world’s near-term supply,
none of which will be available to Covax countries. While countries
who are not participating or who are supplementing their purchases
will still benefit from their share of the vaccines purchased by the
Covax facility, those relying solely on the facility could see decreased
supply and longer wait times. The Covax facility also faces significant
hurdles: officials say that the program requires $7.8 billion from
international donors in 2021, $5 billion of which would go towards
purchasing doses for unfunded, low-income countries, and that there
Is still a need to budget and fundraise for vaccine distribution.

Of course, lower-income countries still have the option to directly buy
vaccine doses, and some producers have pledged to make them
more affordable. Johnson & Johnson has pledged not to profit off of
sales of a successful vaccine to the low-income countries, while
AstraZeneca has said that it will sell its formula at cost until the
pandemic ends - although leaked memos later showed that the

company may declare the pandemic “over” as early as July 2021.
China declared early on that its vaccine formulas would be
considered a public good, but its supply agreements with the multiple
countries using its vaccines are opaque, and it is unclear what, if
anything, those countries are paying per dose.

The Covax facility also aims to help fund the distribution of the
vaccine in low-income countries, a crucial effort that is, thus far, much
less well-funded than vaccine procurement. Countries without
modern healthcare often lack the necessary infrastructure to quickly
and efficiently distribute the vaccine, from a lack of equipment all the
way down to affording cotton swabs or space to set up a clinic. The
cold storage needs of the Pfizer vaccine are particularly problematic:
it needs to be stored at nearly -negative 100 degrees Fahrenheit until
days before being administered (at which point it can be thawed in a
regular refrigerator), which has caused a scramble for hyper-cold
freezers that drives scarcity for poorer health systems. Governments
and healthcare institutions are not the only ones driving the bidding
war: Ford made headlines last week when it bought a dozen hyper-
cold freezers to facilitate distribution to its employees. The Moderna
and AstraZeneca vaccines, on the other hand, can survive at
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temperatures achievable by regular refrigerators for months, and
Pfizer has announced that it will create a powder version of its
vaccine sometime in 2021 that will not require hyper-cold storage.
However, many rural hospitals in multiple countries do not even have
access to electricity. Experts also worry about the availability of glass
vials to store vaccine doses. Per WHO officials, the Covax facility
remains “seriously underfunded” to assist countries in confronting
these infrastructure and supply issues.

Experts argue that not only is it ethically right to ensure widespread
vaccination for those who cannot afford it, it is the soundest policy to
eliminate the coronavirus and end the global economic downturn.
Kendall Hoyt, a professor at the Geisel School of Medicine at
Dartmouth College, suggests in an August study that vaccinating the
most at-risk 20 percent of every country will do more to facilitate
global economic recovery than vaccinating the entire population of a
single country. Still, international buy-in remains incomplete: although
China joined the Covax facility in October, the US and Russia remain
conspicuously absent, and is unlikely to join during President Trump’s
tenure. An incoming President Biden would likely join the facility as
part of a broader effort to restore confidence in international

organizations including the WHO; while this would boost Covax’s
efficacy in later waves of vaccine distribution, the first round of
vaccines to become available will likely remain unevenly distributed.
As global supply chains and consumer bases remain globalized,
failure to contain the virus in one country will have global economic
ramifications - as WHO Director Dr. Tedros Ghebreysus has said, “No
one is safe until everyone is safe.”
